Senior Citizens in Kent
County Delaware have been served
through the Senior Center Program as
well as the Shopping Program, and
our new pilot program, Health Care
Transportation all operated by Harvest
Years Senior Center.

Harvest Years Senior Center Pro-
gram serves a current active member
group of 608+ with a comprehensive
monthly calendar of educational, recrea-
tional, social and wellness activities both
on and off site . A hot nutritious , noon
-time meal is prepared on-site and

served restaurant style or grab and Go.

The Shopping Program currently
serves 133 eligible Kent County seniors

with their grocery shopping needs. Con-
cutrent trips can also be made to the
pharmacy, bank and post office. The
Shopping Program supports Senior
independent living. Additional to
this service we added the Healthcare
transportation service.
